Carwyn Jones is currently a reader in sports ethics at the University of Wales Institute Cardiff in Wales, U.K.  I have been involved with IAPS for over ten years attending my first conference in Melbourne 2000 and been present at most conference since then.  I have served on the executive committee previously (member at large) and I am keen to serve IAPS again.  I have thoroughly enjoyed my association with IAPS and have met lots of great scholars, made good friends and visited great places.  I would be honoured to serve the association as its president. During my relatively short career so far I have worked hard to introduce, consolidate, and sometimes protect philosophy and ethics of sport curricula in various institutions at which I worked.  I have contributed to the literature in the field and helped initiate a number of students into the wonderful world of sports philosophy in general and IAPS in particular.  During my time as a member I have helped organize and host an IAPS conference at the University of Gloucestershire 2003 and I regularly promote the organization's work at conferences, seminars and through the media.   
Sharon Stoll is author of eight books including, "Who Says It's Cheating?" and "Sport
Ethics: Applications for Fair Play", Dr. Stoll is an active lecturer and consultant on various character issues, including moral education, moral reasoning, and moral development.  She is or has been a consultant for the United States Navy, United States Air Force, the Idaho Bar Association, the American Bar Association, plus various sports organizations, including the President's Commission of the NCAA, the National Youth Sport Coaches' Association, the National Federation of High School Activities Association, and many more independent and private organizations.  In 1993-4, she was in residence at the United States Military Academy at West Point, as a consultant for the Higher Education Program.  Dr. Stoll has been featured on such national programs as "Night Line", "ESPN Sports Center", "ESPN Chat Line", Fox Sports' "Goin' Deep", as well as numerous regional and local news shows as well as documentaries, national newspapers, and magazines.  In 2005, she was featured in over 50 major newspapers in US and abroad describing the Center's latest project working with the Atlanta Braves.  In 2007, she was named as a member of the 100 Most Influential Sport Educators in America.  She is a member of numerous professional organizations and has served as a president of IAPS. 

Arno Müller, is junior professor of philosophy of sport and sport history at the University of Leipzig (Germany). He earned a Ph.D. (philosophy/pedagogics) from the German Sports University Cologne – title of his thesis: “dying, death and immortality in sports – an existentialist interpretation”. He previously worked as lecturer for the philosophy of sport at Universities in Bielefeld, Erfurt and Jena. And he has been a postdoctoral fellow at Maastricht University (The Netherlands) for two years, undertaking an international research project on sport, ethics and genomics. His research interests include sport ethics, sport and genomics, existentialism and the philosophy of the art of life, philosophy of science, as well as historical aspects of sport science. He is an active member of the International Association for the Philosophy of Sport (IAPS), the British Philosophy of Sport Association (BPSA), as well as a founding member and member of the executive board of the European Association for the Philosophy of Sport (EAPS). Müller regularly publishes articles in the International Journal of Physical Education, and he is co-editor of the annual of the German Association for the History of Sports Science. Forthcoming articles by Arno Müller are: “From Phenomenology to Existentialism ​– philosophical approaches towards sport” and “Pre-participation screenings in sports – Do we need to respect athletes’ autonomy? A review of current genetic/non-genetic test strategies.” His “hobby” is translating abstracts into German language for Sports, Ethics, and Philosophy. 

Joan Grassbaugh Forry is an assistant professor in the Department of Philosophy at Vanderbilt University in Nashville, TN, USA. She regularly teaches an upper-level sports ethics course with a focus on intercollegiate athletics and a writing-intensive seminar for first-year students entitled “Sport and Social Theory.” She has presented her research at several IAPS conferences and for IAPS at the Central, Pacific, and Eastern American Philosophical Association Division meetings. In 2010, she organized the session for the Eastern APA Division meeting, and has served on the Honors, Awards, and Future Sites Committee since 2009. Joan’s current research in philosophy of sport falls into two areas, (1) feminist theory and sport, and (2) educational values and the role of sport in colleges and universities. 
Vegard Fusche Moe is Associate Professor in Sport in the Faculty of Teacher Education and Sports at the Sogn og Fjordane University College in Western Norway. He has been a member of IAPS (PSSS) since the late 1990s. He has studied sport philosophy at the Norwegian School of Sport Sciences, where he received his PhD in 2007 on the thesis "Understanding intentional movement in sport: A philosophical inquiry into skilled motor behavior". His research combines phenomenology with analytic philosophy of mind to understand human movement and bodily skills, and he attempts to draw adequate pedagogical implications from this background to teaching and learning situations in sport and physical education.

Dennis Hemphill is an Associate Professor in Sport Ethics and also Head of School 
of Sport and Exercise Science at Victoria University in Australia. Dennis, an IAPS member since 1977, has served on the Executive Council of IAPS as Member-at-Large in 2005-2006, 2002-2003, 1995-1996, and was site coordinator for the IAPS annual conference in Melbourne in 2000. He undertakes research in areas such as technology, doping, and human values in sport, and has published in JPS and other philosophy-related journals and books. He is seeking the Member-at-Large position to revitalise the link between Australia and IAPS.
